My First Ride on a Train

Good morning, ladies and gentlemen. It’s my great honor and pleasure to be here sharing my lesson with you. 

I have been ready to begin this representation with six parts. Analysis of the teaching material, analysis of the students, the teaching aims, the important and difficult points, the studying methods, and the teaching procedures. 

Part 1. The Analysis of the teaching material
By describing the scenery, students can know more information about the development of transportation. So it not only contains the most important words and sentence structures but also embodies the theme of this whole unit. This reading passage is from New Textbook Module 3 and also it is the highlight of this unit. It mainly talks abut the authur’s first ride on a train

Part 2. Analysis of the students
Most of the students are not very familiar with the teaching method in full English. In other words, they have a poor foundation in oral English. If teachers show them some pictures or a short video and explain basically and simply, most students will develop the interest in English gradually and then become active.
Part 3. Teaching aims
1）Knowledge aims: To help the students master the usage of important words, phrases and sentence patterns. Guide the students to use these vocabularies and sentence patterns to describe a journey.

2) Ability aims: To develop students’ 4 basic skills, especially reading skills, such as skimming, scanning, guessing and summary; Guide them to find the clue of such a narrative style and use these reading skills to collect and deal with information. Meanwhile, encourage them to express their own opinions using the language they learned in the class and cultivate their ability to cooperate with others.

3) Emotional aims: Get the students to know more knowledge about a journey and know how to describe it. Then encourage them to cooperate with each other.

Part 4. Key points and difficult points
1)  The key point is how to enable the students to master the reading skills, such as skimming, scanning, detailed reading and so on.

2)   The difficult point is how to get the students to master the words and expression in this unit and how to help the students to express their journey using what they have learnt in the reading.

Part 5. Teaching methods
To achieve the teaching aims above, I’ll adopt the following teaching methods:

1). Task-based teaching method enables the students to read and learn more efficiently and with more curiosity.

2). Situational approach enables the students to be active and creative.

3). Multi-media assistance arouses the students’ interest, curiosity and desire for learning.

Part 6. Teaching procedures
According to the teaching aims, I divide the teaching procedures into 3steps, that is warming up and pre-reading, while-reading and post-reading.

Step1 Warming-up and pre-reading(It includes 2tasks)
Task1: According to the tapes and pictures to guess what kind of transportation is?

Task2: Discuss how to describe your first traveling experiences?

The purpose of this step is to recall some transports and sentence pattern. 

Step2 While-reading (This step includes 4 tasks)
Task1 Discuss the reading skills.

Put a question: how to read when we are reading a new passage? 
Task2 Scanning
Scan the passge quickly and meanwhile find out the main idea of the whole passage.

Task3 While reading 
Fast reading and intensive reading.
The purpose is to enable the students to find out the clue of this text and understand the structure of this passage.

Task4 Post–reading
Now that the students have fully understood the whole passage, I will get them to listen to the tape and read it aloud to prepare for the next step: do the exercises.

The purpose of this step is to consolidate the students’ language knowledge and language ability

Step3 Homework
To write a composition about your traveling experience with the help of the words and expressions what we learned today.(words>80)
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
