When Grace O’Brien was 14 years old, she set up Ears for Years. It is an organization that hands out low-cost, solar-powered hearing aids(太阳能助听器) to children in developing countries. Now, the college student has handed them out to kids in several different countries around the world. 

O’Brien decided to set up Ears for Years after seeing her father experience hearing loss. To understand the condition better, O’Brien volunteered at a summer theater camp for children who were deaf. There, she wanted to find a way to get hearing aids to help more families who couldn’t afford them. 

I’ve learned how powerful solutions(解决办法)are,” said O’Brien. “There are so many problems we meet in our daily lives, but often people pass up the chances to find solutions. 

After doing some research, she met Solar Ear, a company in Brazil that makes low-cost hearing aids, especially for children. These hearing aids are light in weight, cost about $100 and have rechargeable batteries(可充电电池) that last up to three years, while standard hearing aids can cost up to $1,000 and have a much shorter life. 

32 million children worldwide live with hearing loss and most of them are in poor countries. But present hearing aids meet less than 10 percent of the need of the world. O’Brien would like to change that by making the solar-powered hearing aids available to families in need around the world. So far, she has brought Solar Ear’s products to Mexico, Sri Lanka, South Korea, Nicaragua, and Honduras. And she has done something to make a difference in other people’s lives.

Some researchers at Rice University wanted to see if the latest mobile technology could be used by students to learn. The made a study. In the study, each student was given a free iPhone. When given their new handsets, the students said that they would certainly help them do better in tests and get better grades. However, the researchers discovered the opposite was true. During the year, many students used the phones to make friends and listen to music instead of helping with their studies; they couldn’t put their heart into their studies.

If you walk down the street and see someone throw a plastic(塑料) bottle on the ground, you’ll probably get angry. You might   66   say something to that person. Ernest Hemingway was one of the greatest American writers of the twentieth century. He was born on July 21, 1899 in Illinois, the USA. His family was strict. His father taught his children a love of nature and the outdoor life. His mother taught him a love of music and art. At school, he was good at English and wrote for the school newspapers. After leaving high school, he didn’t go to college. He went to Kansas City and worked as a reporter for a newspaper. He learned a lot, but left after only six months to go to war. 

Hemingway was fascinated by war. He had wanted to become a soldier, but couldn’t because he had poor eyesight. Instead, during World War I, he became a driver and was sent to Italy. After the war, he went to live in Paris, where he was encouraged in his work by an American writer. Later he became a war reporter in the Spanish Civil war and World War II. Many of his books are about war. One of his most successful books, For Whom the Bell Tolls, was written in 1940 and is about the Spanish Civil war. 

Hemingway had success in writing, but his personal life was not so successful. He married four times. All marriages failed and he began to drink heavily. His health was not good and he had many accidents. In October, 1954, he was awarded(授予) the Nobel Prize in Literature(文学), but he was too ill to receive it himself. 

Because of health problems, he began to lose his memory and he couldn’t write any more during his final years. On July 2, 1961, Hemingway killed himself.
