Ⅱ. Learning goals:

1. Knowledge goals:

 Be able to understand the meanings of new words and useful expressions while learning.
Vocabularies：magazine habit however more than dentist always/usually/often/sometimes/hardly ever/never …  
every day/once a week/twice a week/three times a week…
Sentence structure：A magazine asked me about my habits.
However, she has some bad habits, too.
2. Ability goals:

(1) Be able to list one’s habits by using frequency words and link words.  
(2) Be able to prepare and use the link words to write a better report about one’s habits.
3. Emotional goals:

(2) Be able to form good habits and develop them in daily life.
Ⅲ.  Important points & Difficult points
1. Important points
Can talk about habits and give a report of one’s habits with frequency words and link-words.  
2. Difficult points
Try to add the link words in the report.

 Ⅳ. Teaching Method:

Using the Integrated Platform of Northeast Normal University 
Ⅴ. Teaching Procedures:

   Step 1. Leading in  (Waming-up)

Teacher will introduce the tools that will be used in this class and divide them into eight groups and ask students to answer one question: Which is the most important to you? 

Students are asked to use the responder to choose on pads. Then present the result on the screen and pick some students to tell the reason.

T: As we know, health is the most important. How can we keep healthy?
Ss: We should have good habits. 
Step 2. Before-writing (Focus on the topic)
Task 1. Let’s think (Brainstorm)
T: How many kinds of habits do you usually have?
Let students have a brainstorm and make students use IRS to see who races to be the first to answer. 
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Task 2. Let’s learn

  The girl is Jane. American teenager asked her about her habits. 
1. Look through the chart quickly. Ask and answer in pairs of two like this:
A: How often does she exercise?

B: She exercises every day.
Students can review the frequency words and learn to use them to talk about habits.

2. Students learn to tell whether they are good habits or bad habits according to the chart. Teacher will use the picked system.
3. Watch a short video about good habits to open students’ mind.
Task 3. Let’s talk (Important points learning)
1. Make students discuss in groups, write down the good habits and bad habits. Then share them with us. 
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Students should write down their habits on the ipad and send it to the screen. In this way, every student can enjoy the advice of each group.
2. Have a simple summary. 

T: How many sides of habits do we have?

S: On the one hand, we have some bad habits. On the other hand, we have some bad habits. That’s to say. We have a lot of good habits. However, we have some bad habits.However is a linking words. 

Students paly the game of linking words and complete the exercises on the ipad. 

Task 4 Let’s practice (Focus on difficult point)
Present some exercise on the screen and ask students to make sentences with link words.  
In this process, the teacher will use random roll call and audio playing.
Task 5 Let’s read

1. Read the report about Jane’s habits. Make students circle the linking words.

2. Passage Structure Learning 
Students will be asked to summarize the main structure of the report on the text book. 

Heading—Body—Ending 

Task 6 Let’s try (Brainstorm)
  Since there is no ending for the report on the textbook, students are supposed to write a possible ending by working in groups.
  Task 6 Let’s list and interview

1. Teacher will show the outline of the report and tell students to keep truth with the interview.
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2. One student is picked as the interviewee. This is an example. The other reporters from different magazines try to make an interview.
3. Ask students work in groups to interview your partner. Try to list an outline.
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Step3 Write and Improve

Students will be asked to write a composition about habits. Then share it with group members and modify the composition according to writing standard. Then choose one to take a photo with the ipad and send it to the screen.
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Step 8 Show time

Pick some groups to present the composition and explain why it is good.

Step 9 Evaluation

Select the best magazines which get the most points and ask the other students to congratulate this excellent group.

Write a composition about your best friend’s habits after interviewing ,and then upload the picture by Dingding app or wechat app.
