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Part 1: Teaching design 
1. Teaching aims 
1) Knowledge aims 
a. Get students to analyze the structure of restrictive attributive clause 

b. Train students to choose the proper relative words 
c. Enable students to make correct restrictive attributive clauses

2) Ability aims 
a. Develop students’ skills of analyzing sentence structures
b. Guide students to put restrictive attributive clauses into practical use  
3) Emotional aims 
a. Arouse students’ interest in learning grammar

b. Enhance students’ grammatical sense of appreciating restrictive attributive clause
c. Create a sense of cooperation and teamwork among students

2. Teaching content

1) Analysis of the content
Restrictive attributive clause plays an essential and indispensable role in high school, which is also one of the difficult grammars for students and it frequently appears in grammatical fillings in National College Entrance Examination. Besides, although this lesson is a revision, many of the students can’t freely and appropriately use restrictive attributive clause to express themselves. Therefore, it is of great necessity for students to master it well, and this lesson aims to give students an overview of relative words and their usage. More importantly, it mainly focuses on the antecedents that refer to time, place and reason, which may make students confused.
Unlike traditional grammar teaching, students are not required to memorize all the grammar rules, but to observe and compare the example sentences and find out the differences through practices. In addition, many creative means have been adopted, such as popular song, TV program and campus life, so as to arouse students’ interest in reviewing the grammar as well as encourage them to put it into practice.
2) Teaching important points
a. Develop students’ grammatical sense of using restrictive attributive clause
b. Enable students to discover the different usage of relative words

c. Encourage students to make correct restrictive attributive clauses

3) Teaching difficult points
a. Get students to notice the functions of relative words

b. Enable students to make comparisons and tell the differences of the restrictive attributive clause
c. Guide students to freely express themselves by using restrictive attributive clause
3. Teaching subjects

As to the students of class 23, most of them work hard on English learning and show some interest in English language, but their vocabulary is not large enough to enable them to freely express themselves. Therefore, the teacher needs to continue arousing their interest in English study, offer them opportunity to bravely speak in class and guide them to study English in a more relaxing and funny way. 
4. Teaching strategy 

1) Teaching concept

The new curriculum standard states that English learning is not only a process of mastering English knowledge and improving their ability of the actual use of language, but also a process of cultivating their tastes, broadening their horizons, enriching their social experiences, developing their thinking and enhancing their qualities of humanity. 
    Based on this theory, popular song, famous TV program and campus life have been creatively and vividly designed in this lesson to make sure that students enjoy learning the grammar and putting it into actual use.
2) Teaching methods
a. Task-based teaching 
b. Students-focused teaching
c. Individual work and group work
3) Teaching aids
A multi-media computer, a projector, a blackboard, pictures and music

4) Teaching procedure

Step 1: Lead-in 
Students sing a song “You belong with me” so that they feel more relaxed and become interested in this lesson.

Step 2: Review the structure of attributive clause

Guide students to notice the some of the lyrics that contain attributive clauses and analyze their structures.
Step 3: Review relative words

Encourage students to recall all the relative pronouns and adverbs and their functions in sentences.

Step 4: Play a game——Let’s run now！
Students are required to fill in the blanks with relative words according the pictures and sentences related to a popular program called Running Man.

1. 9 o’clock in the evening on Friday is the time ______ Running Man is broadcast.

2. Deng Chao is a talented actor _______ is also the leading host in the program Running Man.
3. All the participants went to the West Lake _______ they played table tennis.

Step 5: Review the skills to choose relative words

1. Show Sentence 1 and 6 from the Running Man and ask students why we use different relative words in the two sentences although their antecedents both refer to time.
2. Take Sentence 1 for example; review the skills of choosing proper relative words.
3. Steps of the skills: 1. Put the antecedent back to the clause; 2. Judge its role in the clause.

Step 6: Compare and tell the differences
Students work in groups using relative words to fill in three groups of sentences, whose antecedents refer to time, place and reason respectively.

2. Students share their sentences in the front of the classroom and others judge whether the sentences are good or not.

Students complete the grammatical fillings extracted from college entrance exam.
