　短文改错题检测考生发现、判断、纠正文章错误的能力.进而考察学生的词法、句法及行文逻辑等方面的水平，考察学生在语篇中综合运用英语的能力 考生英语水平的高低完全可以从这一题型体现出来 然而很多考生对该题感到束手无策.关键在于找不到错误、不会找错误。那么怎样找错误、发现错误就成了解题的关键。

　　7.定语从句中关系代词、副词是否准确无误;

　　8.并列句中的并列连词、主从复合句中的从属连词用的是否得当。

　　改动以最少为原则;

　　虚词以添加或删除为原则;

　　实词以改变词形为原则

　　以保持句子原意为原则。

　　短文改错解题步骤：
　　通读全文，掌握大意;

　　整句分析，逐行推敲;

　　反复通读，复查验证。

　　解题注意要点和能力培养：
　　1.核对错项时，若的确有一时难以改出的地方，可以参考所改动项是否基本符合“1：1：8”的比例。即多一词1个，缺词1个，错词8个。

　　2.核对改正的语法项目是否有重复。因为短文改错往往覆盖面广，一般不会出现重复考查某个语法点的现象。

　　3.核对答题符号是否规范，位置是否准确，看看有无遗漏符号，忽略字母大小写和拼写等问题。

In 1873, Strauss received a letter from a Jewish tailor named Jacob Davis who had invented a process of connecting pockets with copper rivets（铆钉）．This made the pants last a long time．Because Davis did not have the money to patent his idea, he offered to share it with Strauss if Strauss would agree to pay for the patent．  4   ．

By the time Strauss died in 1902, he had made a great contribution to American fashion．
