Explanation: This class aims at practicing oral English about shopping. It is divided into 4 parts: warming up exercise, question time, shopping, and sending gifts. The details are listed below.

Teaching contents:

1, Ask and answer.

2, Dialogue about shopping.

Teaching aims:

1, Exploration. (questions about shopping)

2, Know how to buy something in English.

Teaching method:

CAI, pictures, cap and clothes for the shop assistant, some goods.

Teaching process:

1, Warming up.

T: Good morning, boys and girls!

S: Good morning, Miss Yu!

T: How are you, today?

S: I am fine, thank you. And you?

T: I am fine, too. Oh, so many teachers here! Say “hello” to the teachers.

S: Hello, teachers!

T: Look! There is a shop here, would you like to buy some gifts for the teachers?

S: Yes!

T: OK, let’s go shopping. Oh! Wait a minute! Do you have money?

S: No!

T: It doesn’t matter! Let’s get some money!
2, competition

T: Now, I want to divide you into five groups. Let’s have a competition.

  During the competition, you can choose different questions to answer. 

  We have questions for 1, 3, 5yuan. If all of you in your group have answered at least one question, your group can get 5yuan. Do you understand?

S: Yes.

T: OK. Let’s begin our competition.

3, Go shopping.

T: Time’s up, children! Now you have got some money, let’ go shopping!

   Now we need some salesmen. Who would like to be the salesmen?

( Ask some students to be the salesmen.)

T: Oh, I have some money, too. I also want to buy something. Let me have a look.
( Make a demonstration of buying things, then ask the students to perform )

4, Conclusion
T: Now every one have got a gift, yes? Do you like to send it to the teachers?

S: Yes.

T: OK, when you send the gift to the teachers, you may introduce yourself first and then tell the teacher why you buy this gift. For example, you may say : Hello, I am Clover. This is the gift for you. They are some flowers. I like them because they are very beautiful. Understand?

( Ask the students to send the gifts)

T: OK, time’s up, children! We must go home now. Are you happy, today? Say goodbye to the teachers!
