Title：Unit 12 Culture Shock  Lesson 1  Visiting Britain  
Type：A Reading& Speaking period

Students ：Class 13 in Senior 2 
Section 1: Analysis of the teaching materials

1） The topic of this unit is culture shock. 

2） This reading and speaking lesson is the first lesson of this unit.  
3） The information and expressions from the text are useful to students. 

Section 2: Analysis of students

1） They are from an ordinary class. 

2） They have difficulty in reading, especially in making judgments on statements.   

3） They are not good at expressing their own opinions. 

4） They are active in group work and enjoy performing in class.  

Section 3: Teaching aims

Based on the analysis above, I have chosen the following items as the teaching aims of my lesson:

Knowledge aims: 

To help students know culture shock and culture differences between China and Britain 

Ability aims

1） To practice students’ reading skills of making judgments on statements  
2） To get students familiar with the expressions of giving advice
Moral aims

1） To cultivate students’ cultural awareness  

2） To develop students’ team spirit 
Section 4: Teaching focus 

1） The reading strategies of finding specific information quickly and making judgments on statements   
2） The oral practice of the expressions of giving advice  
Section 5: Teaching Difficulties 
1) Students may have difficulty in finding specific information quickly, and making judgments on statements. 

→Solution : Students are asked to preview the vocabulary of L1 before the class. An example of how to finish the task will be given to ensure clear instruction before the True or False task, and reading strategies will be introduced as well.   

2)  Students may find it hard to give advice based on culture differences. 

→Solution : Useful expressions of giving advice, pictures related to the topic and a video of the students’ performance from another class will be shown to provide more hints. Information from the previous quiz task may also be helpful.

	Task 2 : Provide a quiz about knowledge of Britain and British people 
	Compete to answer the quiz to get points for their own groups
	Help to review the vocabulary of L1 

Provide information input to make students better prepared for following tasks

Fast  reading
	Task 3: Ask  Ss to go through the text to get general idea of the text.  
	Go through the text quickly to find answers to three questions 


	Train the reading strategy of scanning the whole text to get general idea

	Task 4: As Ss to match the topic of each paragraph 
Draw Ss’ attention to topic sentences 
	Mach the topic of each paragraph 
	Train Ss’ abilities of getting the main idea of each paragraph with the help of topic sentences
	3mins

Detailed reading
	Task 5.  Ask students to find specific information to finish the True or False  task. Show Ss an example                  
	Fnish the task following the teacher’s example and draw a conclusion of reading strategies 
	 Let Ss practice reading skill of  reading for specific information with the help of key words  and make judgments

	Task 6.Ask students to read the text  again to find more specific information to fill in the blanks 
	Read the text again to fill in the blanks 
	 Strengthen students’ reading ability of finding specific information, and draw their attention to the expressions of giving advice

	Task 7. Set up a situation for students to practice the use of expressions of giving advice, provide pictures and video to simplify the task 
	Work in groups,  choose one of the situations to discuss and perform. The language output will be presented in form of performance.

	Step 7
Homework 
	Assign a writing of giving advice, ask Ss to use the expressions they have learnt 
	Write on giving advice 
	Practice the use of expressions of giving advice in written form 
	


Section 8:Teaching reflection 

1） Tasks of different levels are designed to get most of the students involved. 

2） Different tasks serve the purpose of skill training, including making judgments in reading and giving advice in speaking and writing. 
3） More reading practice should be done as consolidation after class. 
4） Maybe there is no enough time to carry out all of the tasks in one period.
