Reading: A night the earth didn’t sleep
Ⅰ.Teaching aims 

1. Get Ss to know about Tangshan Earthquake.

   2. Focus on how to get the main idea of the passage quickly, find out the specific information as required in the passage and summarize.

Step 1. Warming up and pre-reading

1. Show Ss some pictures about natural disasters and say: There are a lot of natural disasters happening in the world. How many kinds of natural disasters do you know? Look at the pictures. Can you name them out?

Answer: typhoon, storm, flood, sandstorm, earthquake.

Lead to the topic: earthquake. 
2. Discussion: Imagine your home begins to shake and you must leave it right away. You have time to take one thing. What will you take? Why?

Let Ss discuss in groups and then ask some Ss to share their answers.

3. T: Boys and girls, please open your book and turn to Page26. Look at the title: A night the earth didn’t sleep. Guess the meaning of the title.

T:  Yes. There may be something happened. Let’s see what happened.

Step 2. While-reading

1. Skimming
1） Ask Ss to read the passage quickly and find out the topic sentence of each paragraph. 
Answer：

Para.1. Strange things were happening in the countryside of northeast Hebei.

       Para.2：At 3:42 am everything began to shake. It seemed as if the world was at an end.

       Para.3: Everywhere they looked nearly everything was destroyed.

       Para.4: All hope was not lost.

Then ask Ss: So, what does the passage mainly talk about?  
Answer：Tangshan Earthquake (July 28th, 1976).

教学反思：

本节课是一节阅读课。在认真反复研读教材的基础上，我做了上述设计。授课时间为45分钟，根据大纲要求及根据教材实际，设计合理，信息涵盖量充足，内容饱和。
先以自然灾害的图片导入。 通过图片，让学生对他们所熟知的自然灾害有直观的理解。本环节很好的调动了学生的学习积极性，吸引了学生的注意力。接着自然地过渡到本节关于地震的话题来。
在开始阅读文章内容之前，引导学生通过文章题目，猜测文章的内容。在授课过程中，通过提醒学生：why the earth didn’t sleep? Did something serious happen? 因为有上一环节作了铺垫，学生很快便猜测发生地震。然后，再让学生阅读课文，检验他们的推测是否正确。这样大大地提高了学生的阅读兴趣及阅读欲望。这样，学生就是主动地去汲取知识，而不是被老师牵着走。
 第一次阅读，让学生快速阅读课文，概括出文章的大意。阅读前，指导学生如何快速得到文章的主要内容。针对某些文章，快速地阅读文章每个段落的第一句，可以较快地得到文章的大意。而本文，刚好可以利用此方法。阅读需要各种各样的方法，在学习的过程中，适当地授予学生一些方法，并让他们在阅读课文的过程中加以运用，真正做到理论和运用相结合。在教师的指导下，学生有意识地采用该方法，确实能较快地得到文章大意。
本篇阅读总共四个自然段，根据震前，地震，震后分成三个部分。每一部分，根据内容的不同，采用任务型教学法，设计了不同的任务，让学生根据文章内容来完成，并进一步掌握扫读和细读的技巧。当然，这些技巧不是一朝一夕而训练出来的，是贯穿在日常的学习中。不断地练习巩固，才能掌握。在实际教学过程中，学生根据设计的任务和要求，基本能够完成任务，回答问题。
通过扫读和细读每一段后，学生对全文的内容有了更好的理解。立足于本文内容，我设计了一篇短文，让学生根据文章内容完成填空。此设计目的在于考察学生是否已经掌握了文章的内容，同时也是为学生用自己的话复述课文作好铺垫。

总的来说，这节课上得还可以，教学设计合理，内容饱和，学生的学习情绪和气氛也不错。但是，在上课的过程中也发现了一些问题，需要今后在教学中去改进。个别学生上课精神不集中，学习不够自觉，需要老师提醒。另外，时间上把握得不够好，课上得有点紧。另外，本篇文章出现了较多复杂的数字和一些生词，这给部分学生的阅读造成了影响，影响了他们的阅读速度及对文章的理解。所以，在阅读前，应帮学生先复习关于数字的一些表达及扫清生词的障碍。当然，在今后的教学过程中，还应该指导学生学会如何在阅读中猜词。老师的备课，不仅要备“课程”，还要备“学生”。上课时，老师不能只顾着自己要完成教学任务而忽略了学生。学生是学习的主体。老师要学会察言观色，了解学生的情绪和需要，激发学生的学习兴趣和热情，让他们主动地去汲取知识，这点是至关重要的。课堂，是老师和学生共同的课堂，需要老师和学生共同配合来完成。另外，本节课的内容是基于英语学习基础不错的学生而设计的。如果学生基础较差的话，那么应该根据学生的实际情况进行调整和改变。课堂教学是一个不断实践和不断改变的过程，只有不断地探索，并从学生的实际情况出发，才能把每一节课都上好，充分提高教学效率。
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
