	Step 1: Lead-in

1. Introduce the rules for this lesson

2. What will prevent us living a healthy life?
3..How much do you know about HIV/AIDS?. 
Step 2: Reading aloud
In this part, ss are required to watch a video and read after the speaker in the video.
Passage 1: HIV is a virus. A virus is a very small living thing that causes disease. There are many different viruses, for example, the flu virus or the SARS virus. HIV weakens a person’s immune system; that is, the part of the body that fights disease. You can have HIV in your blood for a long time, but eventually HIV will damage your immune system so much that your body can no longer fight disease. This stage of the illness is called AIDS. If you develop AIDS, your chances of survival are very small.
1. Watch the video for the first time, ask the students to listen and pay attention to the pronunciation.
2. One minute for the ss to practice
3. Play the listening material again and ask the ss to follow

4. Read after the speaker.

5. Ask some ss to practice.
Step 3: Ask and answer 

Activity 1: Listen to a short passage. Then ask and answer.

Passage 2: HIV is spread through blood or the fluid that the body makes during sex. For a person to become infected, blood or sexual fluid that carries the virus, has to get inside the body through broken skin or by injection. One day scientists will find a cure for HIV/AIDS. Until that happens, you need to protect yourself. Here are some things you can do to make sure you stay safe.
Question 1.  HIV病毒是如何传播的？ 

How can HIV spread? / In what way can HIV spread?

HIV is spread through blood or the fluid that the body makes during sex.

Question 2.  科学家们发现治愈艾滋病的方法了吗？

Have scientists found any cure for HIV/AIDS?

1. Play the listening material for the first time, ask the ss to ask the questions in English.

2. Play it for the second time, ask the ss to answer the questions.
Activity 2: 
1)Ask the questions in English. After asking, listen, take notes and then prepare for the following questions: 
Passage 3: If you inject drugs, two advice you should remember. First, do not share your needle with anyone else. Because blood form another person can stay on or in the needle. If a person has HIV and you use the same needle, you could inject the virus into your own blood. Second, do not share anything else that a person has used while injecting drugs. Because blood could have spilt on it. If you have sex with a male or a female, remember to use a condom. This will prevent sexual fluid passing from one person to another.

2)Since you have known some information about how to protect yourself against AIDS, listen again and answer the following questions.

A: Do not share your needle or anything else that a person has used while injecting drugs.

Q3: How to protect yourself during having sex with others?

A: By using a condom.
